Article I.

Subject matter of the contract

The subject matter of the contract is the reimbursement of travel costs (hereinafter “the costs”) incurred by the Expert / Invited Party in relation to the participation in the 2nd CESSDA ERIC Widening  Meeting 2018, which will be held in Belgrade on 14 - 15 November 2018 (hereinafter “the event”) within the framework of the CESSDA Widening Activities 2018 project, verified through the signature of the event attendance sheet.

Article II.

Rules of reimbursement
1. The Inviting Party undertakes to cover expenses for the return trip to Belgrade by plane/ train/bus/boat in economy class, accommodation, transport from/to the airport, local transport within the place of the event and sundry expenses. Total amount of the reimbursed expenses will not exceed 650€.
2. The Expert / Invited party is entitled to arrange accommodation in a maximum 4-star hotel up to 120 EUR per night including breakfast. Transport from/to airport and local transport will be refunded in an actual amount spent; taxi fares will be covered only in case of travel before 7 AM and after 10 PM or is a subject to approval by the Inviting Party. All costs must be supported by invoices and/or receipts. Alcoholic beverages shall not be refunded.
3. The Expert / Invited Party shall make their own travel arrangements. The length of the stay shall cover only the time necessary for the participation in the event. The necessary length of the stay is considered as “n + 1” days, where “n” is equal to the number of days the event lasts. A length of more than n+1 days is subject to approval by the Inviting Party.

4.  The Expert / Invited Party shall be reimbursed for the actual travel costs based on an invoice. The economy class for airfare and 2nd class for train transport shall be eligible.

5. The Expert / Invited Party undertakes to send the original receipts in question no later than 10 (ten) days after the event. Should this deadline not be met, the Expert / Invited Party waives the coverage of costs.
6. The Inviting Party shall remit the amount to the above-mentioned account of the Expert / Invited Party / Expert within 14 (fourteen) days after receiving any and all receipts, scanned and in hard copy, related to the event. All costs and allowances shall be remitted in Euros.
7. Healthcare-related expenditures and insurance coverage are not included among the eligible expenditures covered. 

8. The Expert / Invited party claims that the costs related to this event are not covered by any other entity.
9. The agreement shall be in force for a limited period of time until 17th December 2018.
